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                        A Short History


In the Nineteenth century local folks organized a Sunday School held in a schoolhouse on Street Rd.  In 1844 ground was purchased across from the Green Lawn Seminary for Girls on Wollaston Road and a small chapel was erected. An area designated for a cemetery was included on the property and is now our Memorial Garden. Unionville and Toughkenamon congregations once shared a pastor.  In the 1920’s several families of the Unionville Friends Meeting came to encourage us. Green Valley Chapel gave time and talent for our Sunday Evening activities. Rev. Christian Eby served as pastor from 1915 to 1938. A student pastor, John Ferguson, came in 1955 and was ordained and installed in 1959. He retired in 1998. He remains our Pastor Emeritus. We called Rev. Sue Rambo in 2001. She resigned in 2004.The Rev. Ann Dickey was appointed our Interim Pastor in 2004.
