     At least he got a chance to visit a place he before only dreamed about.  Spain for 

foreign correspondent Kevin Hewston, 50, employed by the progressive magazine

Mother Jones was a picturesque scene out of an Earnest Hemingway novel.

     Nonetheless, his fate was sealed when he was beaten to death by the head of the 

Basque Party who planned to assassinate British Prime Minister Tony Blair for claims to 

Gibraltar and its strait.  Mr. Hewston was from Kennett Square.

     “Trade is a sticky issue, but Kevin worked hard to uncover the truth, asking tough 

questions that unfortunately caught up with him on his first assignment in Spain,” editor 

Ronnie Dugger said.  “He will be sorely missed by all the staff at the magazine for his 

assiduity in the field.”

     Before becoming foreign correspondent, Mr. Hewston graduated from DCCC with 

high honors as a member of Phi Theta Kappa.  He continued his journalism education at

University Park, where he was editor of The Daily Collegian and founded the Investi-

gative Journalists Club that is recognized nationally by Investigative Reporters and 

Editors.

     “I am so proud that my son was able to use his bachelor of arts in communication and 

minor in Spanish doing what he loved and was passionate about,” his mom, Dorothy 

Hewston, 74, of Kennett Square said.  “He was definitely goal-oriented with his chosen

career.”

     In fact, Mr. Hewston was so driven that he stayed single and lived alone.  But he used 

to go to the gym a lot with his best and only friend, David Johnson, 49, of Chadds Ford 

who is now a computer repairman for Dell.  There he would swim and lift weights in his 

free time.  “My friend was as fastidious about his job as he was about a leaner body, 

desiring perfection in everything.”

     It was this perfection that won him a Nobel Prize in 2025, while working as national 

bureau chief at Mother Jones, for detailing humanitarian efforts in Somalia.

     Mr. Hewston is survived by his mother and father Thomas Hewston, 76, of Kennett 

Square; three aunts; and five cousins.

     Funeral services will be held at Kennett Square Presbyterian Church this Saturday 

from 10 a.m.-11 a.m. followed by burial at the local cemetery.
